Homebuyers have the option to request a private homebuyer 
counseling session (typically after completing a class). These are 
scheduled directly with a HUD certified housing counselor and they 
are over the phone. Some home loan programs also require this step 
as part of their approved home buyer education. It is important that 
homebuyers understand those specific programs and requirements. 
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
